Leaving Your Legacy

Alegacy is something from the past that is left for future generations. As a Christian, you may
wonder what legacy you might leave for your family, your church, and other organizations about
which you feel passionate. Here are three ways in which you can leave a lasting legacy.

Add a Christian Preamble to Your Will

A Christian preamble is an opportunity to proclaim the gift of Christian faith as you give your last
words to the world within your estate documents. A preamble provides hope and comfort to your
heirs and shares the gift of faith as a witness to others. It is a permanent statement of your faith
and its importance to your family and others who read your will. You may even request that your
preamble be read at your funeral or memorial service.

Example of a Christian preamble:
In the name of the Triune God, Father, Son and Holy Spirit. Amen.

I want my loved ones to know that | place full confidence and trust in our Lord
and Savior Jesus Christ who promised: “/ am the resurrection and the life. He who
believes in me will live, even though he dies; and whoever lives and believes in me
will never die.”

— (John 11:25-26)

| have created a will [and other documents] to provide for the financial well-being
of you, my loved ones, [and in addition have provided a gift to the ministries | care
about]. | want you to realize that my will not only provides material blessings but
also is a reflection of spiritual blessings that are actually the more important of
the two. Accordingly, | have prepared this last will and testament as a witness to
share my faith in Christ.

Write a Family Blessing or Remembrance

You may want to develop a written statement to your family that tells how you have been blessed
by them and the wonderful relationships you have experienced with them. This can be a separate
letter to be shared with your family during your lifetime, or at your death, or it may be included

in your will. If you like, you can write your individual blessing to each family member. It will be a
wonderful legacy and your family will be so blessed by your loving words left to each of them.

Example of an opening statement for a family blessing:
Our God promised us,“’I will make you a great nation. | will bless you. | will make
your name great and you will be a blessing.” Genesis 12:2

God blessed Abraham; his descendants would fill the earth and all nations would
be blessed through him. Because of God’s faithfulness to keep His promises, St.
Paul, in Galatians 3:29, calls Christians the offspring of Abraham. Abraham passed
down the blessings he received to his son Isaac, Isaac passed them to Jacob, and
so on through lineage to the One who became the real blessing, Jesus Christ our
Savior. Christians today pass blessings to their descendants - a desire placed in
them by the Holy Spirit.
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| am eternally thankful to the Lord for my blessings. The blessing | received from
my father and mother, who introduced me to my Savior, Jesus Christ, shared their
love with me, and prayed for me, has been of great comfort and encouragement as
| journeyed through life.

Now | want you, my children, to know that | pass on that blessing and appreciation
for you and your life. | pray that God will grant you His grace and every blessing
each day as you face the challenges and opportunities of everyday life. Just as |
pray that | have been a blessing to you, | encourage you to be a blessing in your life
relationships. I'm not concerned about how | will be remembered or whether | will
be remembered at all. What | care about and pray about is that my loved ones will
remain in their baptismal faith in their Savior Jesus.

Such legacy gifts can be
made through your last will and testament or by naming the organization(s) as beneficiary of
other financial instruments, e.g. qualified plans such as IRA or 401(k), life insurance policies, bank
accounts, etc.
